The Royal Aero Club Trust has announced its bursary scheme for young people for the 2011 season. The bursaries include The President’s Scholarships (2 bursaries each worth up to £750), the Peter Cruddas Foundation Scholarship worth up to £1,000, and additional bursaries worth up to £500 each to anyone between 16 and 21 years of age wishing to progress their interest in either air sports or aviation.

Aviation Scholarship Trust
The Fleet Air Arm Officers' Association Aviation Scholarship Trust was inaugurated to encourage young people to become air-minded and to consider a career in aviation, particularly with the Royal Navy.

	The Special Flying Award Scheme is now providing 56 Gliding Awards and 24 Powered Aircraft Awards annually to young people ages between 16 and 19, who are in full time education and interested in considering becoming a Naval Pilot or Observer. 
The gliding courses average eight days in length and many students may expect to achieve solo flight within this period. The powered aircraft flying courses are fourteen days in length with a target of twelve hours flying. The awards include accommodation, food and rail transport costs.

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	Guild of Air Pilots & Air Navigators (GAPAN)
Flying Scholarship Programme 2011
The Guild flying scholarships and bursaries provide a unique opportunity for people who would like to become pilots.  Candidates must be 17 or over on 1st June 2011. 
The closing date for receipt of scholarship applications for PPL (A), will be 23 March 2011, interviews (where applicable) will be during the first week of May 2011 and will be held in the Guild offices in London. 

	These scholarships are awarded entirely on merit as evidenced on the completed application form and cover all aspects of training up to licence issue for a candidate who is prepared to dedicate a considerable part of the summer to gaining their PPL.  Providing up to 45 hours of flying, these scholarships can take a candidate with little or no experience, to completion of their flying licence during the course of the summer.

Training in each instance MUST be completed by the first week of October in the year of award; applicants should be aware that this demands a very high level of commitment during the summer months and if offered a scholarship, the Guild will expect the recipient to meet this commitment.

	Air League Educational Trust (ALET)

Flying Scholarships 2011
From its inception the Air League has sought to develop air-mindedness among Britain's young people and the Educational Trust supports this by awarding a large number of Flying & Gliding Scholarships annually. Although these scholarships are primarily aimed at Air Cadets, ALET does welcome applications from Air Scouts of RAF Recognised Groups/Units.

	Flying Scholarships offer 12 hrs of Powered Flight training towards the award of an NPPL. The intention of this award is to enable a person to go solo and enjoy the responsibility and achievement of solo flight. Training is undertaken at one of our three training providers. Scholars are encouraged to undertake their training as a residential course over the course of week to ensure consistency in their learning and to allow training as a small group with other scholars so that ideas and a fun, open learning environment can develop.

Applicants must be young people permanently resident in the UK aged at least 16 but under 26 years on 1 April in the year of application. They also have to join The Air League if they are awarded a scholarship.
